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Letter from the Pastor 
 
Dear Parishioners: 
 
It seems like we just got all the Christmas 
decorations safely stored away until next year and 
we are already looking at the begging of Lent.  For 
many, February 2nd, the Feast of the Presentation, 
is the official close of the Christmas season.  In 
some cultures Christmas decorations stay up until 
that day. Most of us have long put away our 
Christmas decorations and traded them for 
Valentines Day hearts and candies.   
 
Our Gospel today reminds all of us of our call to 
discipleship and our invitation from Christ to walk in 
his footsteps. Like the first disciples we are 
challenged to abandon the life we know and follow 
Jesus.  Easier said then done, but not impossible. 
 
Wednesday of this week is Ash Wednesday.  We 
begin the holy season of Lent.  It is a time for us to 
put aside our old selves and our old habits and to 
renew our commitment to follow Jesus.  Like the 
disciples we are strengthened by the very mission 
that Jesus extends to us.  We will begin the season 
with the burning of last years palms just prior to our 
Mardi Gras party.  The origin of mardi gras party 
was to rid the house of all the fats and foods that 
could not be eaten during Lent.  The last feast 
before the fast.  On Wednesday we gather in 
church and are signed with the ashes and are 
invited once again to turn away from the things of 
this world and to believe in the Good News of Jesus 
Christ. 
 
I hope that you can join us throughout Lent for 
Mass, Taize Prayer, and Stations Of The Cross.  
These communal events help us to stay focused on 
the task before us.  This season of Lent is a great 
opportunity for all of us to examine our lives and to 
set our sights on the prize that is ours through the 
death and resurrection of Christ.  May you have a 
blessed Lent.

On the Mondays of Lent Fr. Pat will show the 
Video Series: Ancient Roads: From Christ to 
Constantine in the lower parish center at 9:15 
a.m.  This compelling television series, produced 
and directed by Jonathan Phillips of Royal Hol-
loway, University of London, takes viewers on an 
exciting and visually stunning journey to the beau-
tiful and important historical places where Christi-
anity was born and grew from a small movement 
called ñThe Wayò to its place as the official religion 
of the Roman Empire.  
  

We have two afternoon movies for Lent as 
well.  On Tuesday, February 16th at 12:30, Fa-
ther Pat will show The Scarlet and the Black 
starring Gregory Peck and Christopher Plummer. 
This 1983 film is the true story of Monsignor Hugh 
OôFlaherty, an Irish priest in Rome who saved 
over 6000 Jews, allied soldiers, and partisans dur-
ing the Nazi occupation. On March 8th at 12:30 
Father Pat will show Romero, starring  Raul Julia, 
the dramatic story of Archbishop Oscar Romero 
who was martyred in 1980 for defending the poor 
of his country.  All in all, this should give some ex-
cellent material for our Lenten journey.   
  
Because most of our parishioners work during the 
day, Father Pat is also open to showing either the 
video series or the films to small groups in their 
homes during the evenings.

Lenten Regulations 

 
1. The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are 
 Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. The other Fridays 
 of Lent are days of Abstinence. 

On a day of Fast, only one full meal is permitted, and two 
smaller meals, which, if added together, would not ex-
ceed the main meal in quantity. 

Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast. 

On a day of abstinence, no meat may be eaten. Those 
who have reached the age of 14 are obliged by the law 
of abstinence. 

2. The obligation to observe the laws of Fast and 
Abstinence ñsubstantiallyò, or as a whole, is a seri-
ous obligation. 

3. The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are desig-
nated as days of penance, but each individual may 
substitute for the traditional abstinence from meat 
some other practice of voluntary self-denial as penance. 

4. The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter 
Duty) extends from the First Sunday of Lent, Febru-
ary 14, 2016 to the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trini-
ty, May 22, 2016.
