Today we celebrate the Feast of Our Lord Jesus 
Christ, King of the Universe.  It is the last Sunday of 
the liturgical year and as such a bridge to our 
season of Advent.  This particular feast and title 
came about in the early 20th century as a response 
to the rise of secularism in the world.  Our opening 
prayer today cites the encyclical of Pope Pius XI 
whose goal was to ñrestore all things in Christò as a 
response to the crumbling of the civilization that he 
saw taking place.   
 
As we celebrate this feast today we too look around 
at our world and are painfully aware that the time 
has come that we too once more are in need of 
turning away from the things of this world and 
placing our faith and trust in God alone.  Only by 
turning to Christ as our true King will the world 
come to know peace and freedom.  
 
All of creation needs to be set free and freedom 
comes through our constant praise and service of 
Christ.  Only by entering the service of Christ will 
creation be set free from the slavery that has 
characterized it since the fall of Adam and Eve.  
Serving Christ is not a new slavery, but an authentic 
liberation.   
 
Our prayer over the gifts today brings us to the 
moment of transition into the new liturgical year 
filled with hope and joyful anticipation of all that God 
offers us.
