Human experience:
Individual’s journey of faith

Present experiences/past experiences
Future expectations

Message:
How Hebrew and Christian scriptures and Catholic traditions

Shed light on one’s own lived experience
Goal is to inform and transform

Reflection-Discovery-Integration:
Helps person to internalize the message

Discover insights and challenges
Invites ongoing conversion

Response:
Honest response to the message

Leads the person to service and worship
Both a personal and a communal response is required
