
REFLECTION  
1. Reason from the observation of nature and human 

life can recognise, that God, the All-powerful Crea-
tor and the Spirit infinitely perfect.  

2. From epiphany of God, contained in the Holy Scrip-
tures and Tradition, we received more information. 
We know that the Most Holy Trinity exists: God the 
Father and God the Son and God The Holy Spirit. 
There are three Persons, but One God, because eve-
ryone from this Person had the same Divine nature: 
the same reason, the same will, the same all-
powerful and the same activity. Person in the philo-
sophical meaning means “I” which acts and possess-
es different attributes. Nature we can call “a tool” 
which this “I” uses. Every person as a person pos-
sesses his own nature (different body, reason, will, 
sensibility etc.). Three human persons had three 
different concrete human nature. In God this three 
Person had one and the same nature (the same rea-
son, will and activity). In God, Persons are different 
only about their origin: God the Father does not 
come from anybody. The Son of God is born of the 
Father before all ages. And the Holy Spirit, the giver 
of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. 

3. About the existence of the Holy Trinity speaks only 
of God's revelation. In the Old Testament God did 
not reveal this Mystery clearly. In the New Testa-
ment the Holy Trinity is revealed very clear: During 
the Baptism of the Lord, the Father speaks; the Son 
receives Baptism and The Holy Spirit appeared as a 
dove. Jesus taught us about our Heavenly Father. 
He called himself the Son of God, and the Son of 
Man. He promised his disciples The Holy Spirit. Je-
sus Christ recommended his disciples to baptize 
people in the name of The Father, and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit. 

    The Church from the beginning professed faith in 
the Most Holy Trinity and the Church defended be-
fore heresy this truth. The Church prays and cele-
brates Sacraments in the name of the Holy Trinity. 
Also during the annunciation, the Angel recalls 
three persons of the Holy Trinity. (Lk 1,35). 

    Consider, if water can be a liquid, ice, snow, air, 
why God cannot be One in Three Person?
