Zélie, a fulfilled and a distressed mother 
Between 1860 and 1873, 9 children were born into the Martin home, 4 of 
whom died at a young age. Zélie felt the joy and the sadness with the 
births and the deaths : As we read in her correspondence : « I love chil-

Zélie, ill and still confident 
From 1865 on Zélie suffered with a gland on her right breast that degen-
erated to become cancerous. « If the Lord wants to cure me, I would be 
very happy, because deep down, I want to live ; it would pain me to leave 
my husband and my children. But another of part of me says : if I am not 
cured, it is because I will perhaps be more useful if I go ». 
On 28th August 1877 at half past twelve, midnight, Zélie died in the com-
