Procession with Palms 
Next Weekend 

We enter the holiest of days in the 

Church year with the Commemoration 

of the Lordõs Entrance into Jerusalem.  

This is Holy Week that begins with 

Palm Sunday of the Passion of the 

Lord, celebrated next weekend, and concludes with the Triduum 

of Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter. The Procession into 

Jerusalem is traditionally celebrated in a place òapartõ  

from the Church and the congregation gathers to receive blessed 

palms and hears the Gospel Reading of Matthew, which tells  

the story of the crowds that followed our Lord  

riding on a colt into the Holy City while others spread blankets 

and branches before him and waved palms as they shouted 

òHosanna to the Son of Davidé blessed is he who comes in the 

name of the Lordó. Indeed, only days later,   

some of those in that crowd would be shouting, òCrucify Him!ó  

This is the beginning of our entrance into the Paschal mystery.   

As we gather on Palm Sunday as a congregation,  

we will be a witness and a part of those processions  

at 5:00 PM, 9:00 AM and 11:00 AM. We, the assembly, 

are participants in the entry into Jerusalem.   

For the Saturday Mass, we will assemble in the Gathering 

Space. Sunday at 9:00 and 11:00 AM we will assemble in  
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to the Church). Our Procession into the Church will be  

accompanied by music, the waving of palms, beating of drums, 

and  general turmoil. The procession will move throughout the 

Church to the singing of òAll Glory Laud and Honoró.   

For those who participate in this processionéwe will have  

reserved places for you and your family in the Church. It will be  

a good place to  see and hear the reading of the Passion of  

our Lord and enter into the sacred mystery of this Holy Time.
