My dear parishioners,  

 

        Over the past couple years, you may recall me preach-

ing on more than one occasion about the late Cardinal Fran-

cis Xavier Nguyen Van Thuan (1928-2002). Iõm very happy 

to share with you that, on May 4 th, Pope Francis declared 

Cardinal Van Thuan òVenerable,ó meaning that it has been 

proven that he exercised a life of heroic virtue. This declara-

tion is a major step toward, God willing, his being a canon-

ized saint. 

        As the Vatican Radio announced, òThe cardinal, who 

died in Rome in 2002, served as head of the Vaticanõs Justice 

and Peace Council, after he was barred by the government 

from returning to his native country.  Following the fall of 

Saigon in 1975, Van Thuan was seized by the communist 

government and spent 13 years in prison or under house 

arrest, including [nine] years in solitary confinement. The 

reflections, prayers and messages that he managed to smug-

gle out of prison to support the Catholic community in Vi-

etnam during that era have been published in a book enti-

tled ôThe Road of Hopeõ.  

        This past summer, I read Cardinal Van Thuanõs Testi-

mony of Hope: The Spiritual Exercises of Pope John Paul II, a 

collection of Lenten spiritual exercises the Cardinal 

preached to Pope John Paul II and members of the Roman 

Curia in the Jubilee Year, 2000. I found the book very inspir-

ing and highly recommend it.  

        Cardinal Van Thuan devised the following ò10 Rules of 

Lifeó for himself, rules we would all do well prayerfully to 

consider: 

1.   òI will live the present moment to the fullest.ó 

2.   òI will discern between God and Godõs works.ó 

3.   òI will hold firmly to one secret: prayer.ó 

4.   òI will see in the holy Eucharist my only power.ó 

5.  òI will have only one wisdom: the science of the 

cross.ó 

6.   òI will remain faithful to my mission in the Church 

and for the Church as a witness of Jesus Christ.ó 

7.   òI will seek the peace the world cannot give.ó 

8.   òI will carry out a revolution by renewal in the Holy 

Spirit.ó 

9. òI will speak one language and wear one uniform: 

charity.ó 

10. òI will have one very special love: the Blessed  

Virgin Mary.ó
