My dear parishioners,  

 I registered for participating in the Depot Days Dash 
5K Run on Saturday. Since it is my first 5K, I decided that my 
goal would be simply to finish the race, rather than run it in 
any particular time. òI have fought the good fight, I have fin-
ished the race, I have kept the faithó (2 Tim 4:7). While I do not 
consider myself a òrunner,ó I do know that finishing any race 
requires pacing oneself. I was reminded of this principle a cou-
ple weeks ago. Due to the Holy Day of Obligation Masses 
(Aug. 14th/15 th) and Mass at the nursing home in Amboy, I 
said fifteen Masses in one week, and twenty Masses in nine 
days. While celebrating Mass is the most important thing I do 
as a priest, saying an average of over two Masses a day is an 
unsustainable pace for me personally. If saying Mass was my 
only responsibility, then I think I could handle it. But the week 
of fifteen Masses was accompanied by hearing confessions, 
visiting the homebound, administering the Last Rites, offering 
spiritual direction, meeting for marriage preparation, writing a 
bulletin article, preparing for a finance council meeting, meet-
ing with a contractor to finalize plans to repair the 2 nd floor 
windows in our office building, having Exposition and Bene-
diction of the Blessed Sacrament, attending a Catechist orienta-
tion meeting for the start of our religious education year, re-
turning phone calls, responding to emails, signing checks, etc. 
That week, the earliest my work day ended was 7:30pm, and 
one day I did not leave the office until 10:30pm! This, I know, 
is an unsustainable pace for me. 

I have faithfully lived the current Mass schedule for 
the past two years and two months. After much thought, pray-
er, and concrete experience, however, I have concluded that it 
is necessary for me to scale back some of my work load in or-
der to be a happy and healthy priest for the long haul. Like St. 
Paul, I want to òfinish the race.ó Therefore, I am adjusting the 
daily Mass schedule in Walton and Harmon. Starting in Sep-
tember, I will have weekday Masses in Harmon only on the 
2nd Thursday of each month, and weekday Masses in Walton 
only on the 3 rd Tuesday of each month. Note: These changes 
do not affect the weekend Mass schedule at all.  As Mass will 
continue to be offered each day in Amboy and the first 
Wednesday of the month at Maple Crossing in Amboy 
(formerly, Aperion), I hope that parishioners from Walton and 
Harmon will join me for Mass at St. Patrickõs, as they previous-
ly have at St. Maryõs and St. Flannenõs. I sincerely ask for your 
continued prayers as I do my imperfect best to serve you as 
your priest, pastor, and spiritual father.
